Plaza Azteca is requesting permission to serve alcoholic beverages in a gated outdoor space. This vote is contingent upon a police detail from 5:00 p.m. to 11:00 p.m. A unanimous vote.

Mr. Mayo discussed the requested connection.  He explained he and Attorney Susan Murphy requested a clause be inserted in the contract that in the unlikely scenario a sewer line ever be installed in that area we could request the residents connect to the Hingham Sewer District.

To extend the time to negotiate the lease for Barnes Wharf. 
Mr. Healy recused himself from that discussion because his daughter works for Hingham Maritime.
Ms. Power explained she met with Mr. Alexiades and Mr. Mayo and reviewed the marked up lease. They requested some proposed modified language for the lease, specifically how we handle coastal resiliency and the wharf project. 
Mr. Mayo was advised recently from Mr. Alexiades that he’ll be working closely on this project along with Attorney Susan Murphy. 

Ms. Power suggested Mr. Gannon review and discuss with Mr. Mayo any concerns of the following elements of the Hingham Maritime Lease : Operations, access, usage both ongoing and special events including third parties; rent, taxes and insurances; utilities; capital improvements (who, what and when); Repair and maintenance; Landlord and tenant obligations. Principles for the lease include the following: works for everyone; certainty; fair economics; something we can live with for 30 years. 

Ms. Power said more time is needed but nothing before them seems insurmountable. 
Mr. Gannon is happy to see progress and that things are moving forward.

South Shore Country Club Seasonal Pool Contract
Mr.  Jay McGrail, Mr. William Friend, Chair of the Country Club Committee discussed the new contract. 

Mr. McGrail discussed the new contract for the pool and explained it’s a one year seasonal permit with two mutually agreeable extensions.  He stated they decided to lease the pool out through a seasonal license permit to a vendor with an annual fee payable to the Country Club. The only risk now for the Country Club is operational.  This allows SSCC to focus on golf and the YMCA to focus on the pool. 

	Voted- to sign a contract between the Town of Hingham, through its Country Club Management 
	Committee and the South Shore YMCA.  A unanimous vote.

Town Warrant Zoning Articles Summary, Ms. Sarah Corey and Mr. Gary Tondorf-Dick
Ms. Sarah Corey and Mr. Gary Tondorf-Dick, Chair of the Planning Board appeared before the Board.
Mr. Tondorf-Dick explained the role of the Zoning Board and Planning Board relative to Zoning Articles.  He stated under Chapter 48 the Planning Board is primarily a policy making role relative to articulating and suggesting warrant articles on the zoning by-law for presentation to town meeting.  The Zoning Board hears applications and upholds the by-law relative to that review.

· Article QQ : Amend Zoning Map References, (formerly Section II and III) and (proposed by the Planning Board).
· Article SS: Lot Shaped Requirements (proposed by the Zoning Board of Appeals).
